	What is LINK?

LINK is a regional drama competition and information forum on health and safety for high school students. It is an innovative way to engage young people across Ontario to help the next generation of workers stay safe and healthy on the job. Ontario grade 11 & 12 drama students create and perform a 25 minute drama production on young worker health and safety. See the web link below for more information.
What Do LINK Participants Get?

Cash prizes are awarded to the High School drama program for the 1st, 2nd and 3rd place winners. The first place winners are invited to perform their production at the LINK forums at the Industrial Accident Prevention Association conference, in front of thousands of people. There are 5 LINK sessions, with one regional winner invited to perform at each session, with costs paid for by the IAPA. Participating schools are also eligible for $1,000 through the McGuinty government’s Healthy Schools Recognition Program. There have been many positive LINK Student testimonials from participating in this initiative (i.e. “This was the highlight of my high school experience”). Also students have a chance to work with a professional stage management company.
How Can I Register?
