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What do we need to consider at the Site?
OPG is exploring several options to determine a site lay out that will accommodate the construction
and operation of up to four reactors.

Most importantly we will ensure that there are no impacts on the safe operation of the existing
reactors at the Darlington site. We are also taking into consideration maintenance of the existing
water front trail and other public uses of the northern portion of the Darlington Site, the existing
wildlife crossing, and the site’s biodiversity.

Our goal is to identify a site lay out that reaches the best balance of factors such as:

• The least environmental impact;
• The greatest flexibility respecting future development of the site;
• The greatest level of public safety and security during construction and once the reactors

commence operations; and 
• Cost and schedule to implement.

Read the Project Newsletter
Information contained in Project newsletters will include summaries of the Project schedule, EA process,
notifications and announcement of stages in the Project and information about what has happened.
Newsletters are sent to homes and to those on the Project mailing list at key stages in the Project.
Reading the newsletter will help you better understand what is happening and provide you with an
opportunity to think about the questions you want answered or concerns you would like OPG to know.

Join Us at an Information Session
Public or Community Information Sessions are set up in communities to involve the public and inform
them of planning or environmental studies. They are normally held in local community venues. These
sessions are staffed by the Project team to discuss the study with interested individuals. Visitors are
encouraged to express their interests or concerns directly to staff or by providing comments on
available forms. Information provided by you and comments gathered at the information sessions are
used in the environmental assessment.

Ask for a Presentation
Presentations are a very effective way to let people know about Project activities in their community.
Presentations may be initiated by OPG staff or requested by local service clubs, councils and interest
groups who want information about the Project.
