


 This brochure shows paddler portage 
routes around OPG’s facilities on the 

Ottawa River
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NOTE : Portage route follows municipal roadways from Ottawa River boat launch 
in headpond through the village of Portage-du-Fort, to the lower
boat launch on the Ottawa River.

3.  CHENAUX GS

The portage is on the Quebec side of 
the river, approx. 3.8 km long.  From 
downstream, paddlers will pull out at the 
public boat launch located on the east shore 
of the river in the Village of Portage-du-
Fort and proceed north west 0.4 km up Mill 
Street.  From here the route follows Hwy 
301, Purvis Street approx. 1.6 km through 
the village, then 0.8 km along Chemin des 
Outaouais to the public boat launch on the 
east shore above the dam. 

4.  CHATS FALLS GS
The portage is on the Ontario side of the river, approx. 
8.5 km long.  From downstream, paddlers will pull out 
at the end of the bay past Fitzroy Harbour on the west 
shore of the river, and follow a 1.5 km portage along the 
following streets in Fitzroy Harbour.  Clifford Campbell 
Street west, turn south east (right) onto Chats Road, 
then turn south (right) on Old Pakenham Road, following 
it out of the sub-division under a train bridge along a 
dirt road, then follow the signs to the put-in area at the 
pond in Snye Creek.  From here paddle upstream along 
the Snye Creek, crossing a number of beaver dams.  
Nearing the upper end of the Creek, there is a small 
portage over Loggers Creek Way to continue over more 
beaver dams ending at the Mississippi/Snye control 
dam.  Keeping to the right, paddlers will portage around 
this dam and enter the Mississippi River, following this 
river north west to the Ottawa River upstream of the 
Chats Falls station.

We are  asking all canoeists, boaters and kayakers 
to stay on portage paths, and stay clear of all other areas 
around hydroelectric stations, dams, shorelines and 
surrounding waterways.  Hydroelectric dams and stations, and 
the shorelines and surrounding waterways are  dangerous 
places for recreational activities.  Extreme care must be taken 
when portaging around hydroelectric dams and stations.  
Hydroelectric stations operate 24 hours a day and their 
operations affect water flows and levels.  Water levels and 
flows can change quickly, often without notice.  Some dams 
have remotely controlled gates, and in just a few minutes, can 
change calm waters or dry riverbed into dangerous waters 
with swift currents and rising levels.  Be alert for and obey 
all warnings, signs, audible alerts, booms and buoys.  When 
you see water levels changing,  move a safe distance away 
immediately.
